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The purpose of this report is to recommend a comprehensive and interdependent set of recommendations for adoption of the policies and practices that will achieve the following goal:
By 2030, the use of publicly supplied potable water on urban ornamental landscapes will be a rare occurrence, rather than commonplace as it is today.  Residential and commercial landscapes will be attractive and functional, and will be sustained by natural precipitation where it falls, harvested rainwater, and on-site sources of water acceptable for landscape use.  Such landscapes will capture most stormwater for storage, direct use, or recharge, rather than generating runoff.
Metric for this goal:  Urban landscape water use will be reduced by 80 %, from 3.9 million acre-feet per year in an average year today to less than 800,000 acre-feet in 2030.
