Requirement to Prepare an AWMP 
 Ag water suppliers >25,000 irrigated acres (or 

>10,000 irrigated acres if funding available) 
 

 AWMP due 12/31/2012… 2015… + every 5 yrs 
 

 Ag water supplier not eligible for State water 
grant or loan unless they adopt and implement 
AWMP
