Meeting# 17 – Proposed Assignment

Most of Day 1 and early Day 2 of Meeting 17 will include landscape industry panel discussions similar in context to those held during Meeting 16 in Irvine, CA.  The goal of the ITP is to rapidly glean from these discussions, collective insights on landscape industry constraints and opportunities that the ITP can and should address.  

Day 2 (February 20) of Meeting 17 has significant time allotted for ITP discussion about constraints and opportunities, followed by time dedicated to initially prioritize the ITPs work for the next several months.  The following is a proposed assignment for each ITP Member to plan to address prior to Meeting 17, and in the evening between Day 1 and Day 2 of the Meeting 17.

Pre Meeting Assignment
· Review the Days 1 and 2 summaries from Meeting 16
· Compare your personal notes / observations to the conclusions presented in the meeting summaries and identify if the summaries missed anything and/or whether your conclusions /”take always” match the conclusions in the summaries regarding opportunities, challenges, etc. 

Meeting Assignment

On the evening between Day 1 and 2, we propose each ITP member review the new summary, your notes from Meeting 16, and any thoughts you’ve considered as an outcome of the Pre-Meeting Assignment and prepare responses to the following questions (feel free to use additional pages if you need).  We will focus on your answers as the basis for the first part of Day 2 discussion: Regarding Landscape Water Use:
