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Recommended Revisions to the State Model Water Efficient Landscape Ordinance
[bookmark: _GoBack]Metering Requirements
Water measurement is an essential tool for effective water management.  All landscapes on a water budget should be metered to confirm or correct their operation within the budget.  Landscape metering may be accomplished either by a utility service meter dedicated to landscape water delivery or by a private submeter serving the landscape area.  The installation of a dedicated utility service meter is an option that is subject to the water service provider’s policies.  Where a dedicated meter is not installed (which is typical for most new single-family residences), a private submeter is required.
MWELO should be modified as follows:
§ 492.7 Irrigation Design Plan.
(a) For the efficient use of water, an irrigation system shall meet all the requirements listed in this section and the manufacturers’ recommendations. The irrigation system and its related components shall be planned and designed to allow for proper installation, management, and maintenance. An irrigation design plan meeting the following design criteria shall be submitted as part of the Landscape Documentation Package.
(1) System 
(A) Dedicated landscape water meters are highly recommended on landscape areas smaller than 5,000 square feet to facilitate water managementshall be required for all irrigation water provided to the landscape. A landscape meter may be either:
1.  a customer service meter dedicated to landscape use provided by the local water purveyor; or
2.  a privately owned meter or submeter. 
(B) Automatic irrigation controllers utilizing either evapotranspiration or soil moisture sensor data shall be required for irrigation scheduling in all irrigation systems.
