Legislative Report on Recommendations on new Demand Management Measures, Technologies and Approaches

On June 17th, the third meeting of the ITP, Kasey Schimke of the Legislative Affairs Office presented an overview of the process and procedures for submittal of the DWR Final Report to the Legislature. Mr. Schimke explained that in order to influence the content of 2015 Urban Water Management Plans, the report must be submitted in time (late 2013) to make statutory changes in the 2014 session. New Bill introduction for the 2014 session deadline is in February. Mr. Schimke described that a “Spot Bill” may be introduced as a placeholder for UWMP act legislation that may be amended later in the session.
