Recommendation 5-1 – Home Inspection Reports to include an Irrigation System Assessment
Most comments supportive.  
Comment:  The association of home inspectors is opposed.  Their points –
· State mandate
· Minute requirements
· One-time evaluation is without value
· Inspectors must learn about all possible components
· Inspection would take several hours
· Activating the system poses risks for the inspector
· Inspectors will be unable to charge more for all the additional time
· Proposal duplicates local agency programs
· Life safety must be the inspector’s priority
Response:  The core complaint seems to be that the inspection will take several hours --  
“It is not reasonable to expect a home inspector to dedicate the considerable time required to verify the proper operation of these systems.”  
In response, the proposal has been revised to further streamline the inspection.  We still have an inspection that captures useful information while being economical with the inspector’s time.
Comment:  Many commenters noted a lack of irrigation expertise by home inspectors, and a need for training.  Some commenters offered to help with training.
Response 1 – We recognized that some additional training may be useful, and pushed back the effective date by nearly 2 years (until 1-1-2019) to allow for training in advance of the requirement.
Response 2 – We added text to the narrative to encourage training, and recommend that industry leaders should facilitate it (CLCA, the IA and ASIC and others).   
[bookmark: _GoBack]Response 3 – The inspection report does not need to provide definitive expertise on irrigation, but rather to note any material defects observed in the system.  The report may refer any irrigation issue to other experts for further evaluation.
