Regulations
Construction General Permit (CGP)
	Projects over 1 acre
Projects not within jurisdiction of municipal ordinances (see below) must be designed so that post-construction runoff does not exceed pre-construction (quantity concern) and to have BMPs for treatment of runoff (quality concern)

Municipal Permits
Phase I (larger population/density) & Phase II (smaller)
Must have ordinances requiring projects (over an acre and even as low as 5000sf of disturbance) to be designed with post-construction BMPs for quantity and quality. The design standard might be more stringent than the CGP (above).
	
Industrial General Permit (IGP)
	New facilities follow guidance above
Existing facilities may be triggered to implement BMPs to improve the quality of the discharge and perhaps reduce runoff quantity.

Various exceptions 
New construction under one acre and not under a municipal ordinance
Hydrologically disconnected
Erosivity waivers
EPA projects
