
Proposal #1 v.2 c  (9/27/13)
  Independent Technical Panel on Demand Management Measures 
DWR staff straw proposal (discussion draft) on recommendations to the Legislature on revisions to the UWMP DMM section
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Independent Technical Panel (ITP) on Demand Management Measures (DMM) recommends that the legislature make the following revisions to the Urban Water Management Planning Act (UWMP) Act Demand Management Section {CWC 10631 (g) and (f)} to provide retail water suppliers more flexibility in describing their water conservation programs.   The list of DMMs that water suppliers are required to describe should be reduced from the current 14 measures to the 7 measures listed below.
· System water audits, leak detection and repair
· Metering with commodity rates
· Public information programs
· School education programs 
· Conservation pricing
· Water conservation coordinator Water waste prohibitions
In addition to these required measures water suppliers would describe additional DMM’s planned for implementation.  At a minimum, the combination of required measures and additional optional measures would provide sufficient demand reduction to meet the water supplier’s 2015 and 2020 water use targets. The Department of Water Resources in consultation with the California Urban Water Conservation Council should develop and maintain a list of additional demand management measures that water suppliers could implement.  Suggest guidance/ recommendations on ways that DWR can support smaller providers with tools, training, etc. to stay within requirements of the law, AND address water savings reporting more effectively. Need to define what are mandatory expectations and what are guidance to water agencies.  Potentially 3 tiers.  1) code / statutory requirements, 2) guidance, and 3) optional within the guidance
The ITP further recommends that the description of the required and additional measures implemented or planned for implementation include the following information:
1.)  A description of the previous level of implementation 
2.) An estimate of the level of planned implementation (number of rebates, classroom visits etc) Perhaps include a description of the approach. Or perhaps include a description of the nexus between the indoor / outdoor water savings and the action taken to achieve that savings.  Or include a projection of participation level. These additions may be better suited for guidance, rather than be included in revised legislation.  DWR should have text in its guidebook that helps agencies define the basis for savings.

3.) An implementation schedule
Add potential text that describes an expectation to document a cross walk to projected savings between indoor and outdoor water use (see note above under item 2)
Water Suppliers not implementing one or more of the 7 required measures would be required to provide an explanation for why that measure was not being implemented. Potentially describe how the objective of a DMM is being achieved through some other means.  Need to allow the agency to describe the time frame (past, current, future)  
Or
Provide a description on how measures not currently being implemented will be implemented within the next UWMP cycle 
Provide discussion / proposal on how passive and “free-rider” additional savings are being achieved.
