DWR staff straw proposal (discussion draft) on the recommendation to Legislature to require distribution system water loss reporting in Urban Water Management Plans

Straw Proposal:
The Independent Technical Panel on Demand Management Measures (ITP) recommends that the Legislature revise the Urban Water Management Planning Act to require urban water suppliers in updating their urban water management plans to include annual estimates of distribution system water loss.  The distribution system water loss estimates should be provided for the five years preceding the urban water plan update.  To ensure consistency in reporting, the California Department of Water Resources (DWR) should be directed to develop guidelines for the estimation of distribution system water loss.  In developing the guidelines, DWR shall require reporting of water loss audits based on the methodology developed by the American Water Works Association and the California Urban Water Conservation Council.   Water suppliers in reporting on water loss should be required to use the DWR guidelines and report audit outcomes using worksheets from the AWWA method.
