6/17/13 ITP planning meeting
Purpose of this meeting is to plan for needs of future meetings:
1) updates on process and sequencing of legislative report submittal
Kasey Schimke provides overview of Legislative report; timeline, process:
	In order to influence 2015 UWMP, the report must be submitted in time (late 2013) to make statutory changes in 2014 session. New Bill introduction deadline is Feb 2014.
Discussion: ITP recommendations can be both general and specific. Kasey knows of no statutory reason preventing the ITP from submitting two reports to the Legislature; a first report that may influence UWMP and a second report focusing on other recommendations.
Kasey Schimke described how a “spot bill” may be introduced to be a placeholder for UWMP act legislation. As an action item, Kasey will provide information to the ITP regarding the legislative process, appropriate contacts: committee chairs, legislative staff, etc.
The USC may accelerate their meeting schedule to assist ITP.
2) set agenda topics for 7/26/13 meeting:
After reviewing the DMM’s in the current legislation, the ITP members are requested to specify information they need to inform and guide them regarding the agenda and speakers. Some suggested course of action:
a. Look at code and debate on merits of existing provisions
b. Look at new CUWCC MOU
c. Look at controversial items
i. Exemptions, meeting targets
d. How to reframe  “g”
e. Look at prescriptive (traditional) vs. GPCD (performance based)
f. Cost effectiveness vs. other approach
g. “Tiering” and an overarching decision- should the “list” approach be maintained?
h. Does the ITP want to wordsmith the existing statute or recommend new provisions
i. Various thresholds of applicability
j. Maintaining Foundational BMP’s in light of other changes
k. What does the ITP hope to achieve
i.  outcomes, improvements, usefulness

Action items:
1) DWR legislative office (Kasey Schimke) will provide to the ITP information regarding how reports are handled by the legislature:
a. Who receives the report
b. Appropriate staff to receive a copy 
c. Which committees will act on report

2) DWR staff will provide to the ITP 
a. A matrix of water suppliers that submitted plans
i. Population data
ii. Volume supplied
iii. Signatories of the CUWCC MOU
3) Test out “Usefulness to Suppliers” of UWMP
a. Survey (online) suppliers
i. What is useful to them?
ii. What should be changed?
iii. Two audiences; retail and wholesale
b. Guest speakers from retail and wholesale water suppliers
i. Perspectives from their agency/region
ii. What works or doesn’t work
iii. How are the DMM’s or the planning process useful to the supplier
iv. How would they change the Act/DMM’s
4) Suggest 5 questions for a public comment/listening session
