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The 2014 Floodplain Management Annual Conference will be
held September 2-5 in Santa Clara. The conference theme is

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DWR has certified that its Sherman Island Whale’s Mouth Wetland Restoration Project
is consistent with the Delta Stewardship Council’s Delta Plan. The project proposes to
restore approximately 600 acres of emergent wetlands on a nearly 975-acre parcel of
property on Sherman Island that DWR owns. The property is currently managed for
flood-irrigated pasture land. This August 6 certification opens a 30-day public review
period.

The Delta Protection Commission (DPC) and the Delta Conservancy (Conservancy)
will co-sponsor the 2014 Delta Waterway Cleanup September 20 at eight cleanup sites
throughout the Delta.
