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The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service is accepting comments regarding a status review
of the longfin smelt. The review will address whether listing the longfin smelt under the
Endangered Species Act is warranted. More information on the process and directions
on submitting comments can be found in this news release. The deadline for submis-
sions is Saturday, April 9.

The Bureau of Reclamation has signed a record of decision to join other agencies in
the expansion project of the Los Vagueros Reservoir in Contra Costa County. This is
the first storage project to be implemented under the CALFED Bay-Delta Authorization
Act of 2004. The project will expand the existing reservoir's storage from 100,000 acre-
feet to 160,000 acre-feet. The Bureau of Reclamation website has more details.

The latest edition of the Delta Stewardship Council newsletter is available online. It
includes updates and links to important documents relating to the creation of the Delta
Plan. There are also details on research funding recommendations submitted to the
council by the Delta Science program, and a look at the U.S. EPA’s request for public
input on the effectiveness of current water programs in the Delta.

The Delta Stewardship Council (DSC) has set a two-day meeting for next Thursday
and Friday, March 24-25 in West Sacramento. It will include a presentation on the State
Water Resources Control Board’s role in implementing the Delta Plan. The meeting
notice and agenda have been posted on the DSC website. There are also directions to
a lot for overflow parking.

The next meeting of the Delta Protection Commission will include a presentation from
the University of the Pacific relative to the economic sustainability plan for the Delta.
The meeting will be held Thursday, March 24, in Courtland. The agenda and other
details are available online.

The Delta Plan is among the topics to be discussed at the annual Executive Briefing

sponsored by the Water Education Foundation. The two-day event will be held Thurs-
day and Friday, March 24-25, in Sacramento. It focuses on California water policy and
the people who make it.
