DWR has released an evaluation of a “bubble barrier”
used to keep juvenile salmon on the right path as they
move through the Delta. A series of strobe lights, elec- §
tronic sounds and a curtain of bubbles were used to
prevent the fish from entering the Georgiana Slough,
where most of them die before reaching the ocean.
The evaluation found the barrier prevented about two-
thirds of the salmon from entering the slough and instead kept them on path toward the
sea. Details are available in this news release.
