Project Description (including size): The project proponents plans to acquire land
in Valley Springs an construct an attenuation pond (600 to 1000 acre-foot) and %2
mile X 5-f00t dyke to reduce flood damages, restore wetlands and riparian
habitat in Cosgrove Creek. In addition to providing recreation within the
floodplain by developing suitable playing fields.

Flood Benefits:

Flows will be detained in a manner that will allow for natural flows in the
watershed but flows will be controlled as the stream enters the developed areas
by use of the attenuation pond.

The number of people that are within the area impacted is approximately 417. A
recent floodplain evaluation identified approximately 102 damageable structures
in the 100-year flood plain.

The land is currently utilized for grazing.

The project will focus on creating and protecting riparian habitat and woodland
vegetation.
