
 
 

California Weather-Hydro Conditions during August 2009 
 

As of September 1, 2009, statewide hydrologic conditions were as follows: precipitation, 85 
percent of average to date; runoff, 65 percent of average to date; and reservoir storage, 80 
percent of average for the date.  Sacramento River unimpaired runoff observed through August 
31, 2009 was about 12.6 million acre-feet (MAF), which is about 69 percent of average.  (On 
August 31, 2008, the observed Sacramento River unimpaired runoff through that date was about 
10.0 MAF, or about 55 percent of average.)   
 
As of September 1, the Northern Sierra 8-Station Precipitation Index water year total to date was 
46.5 inches, about 95 percent of the seasonal average to date and 93 percent of an average 
water year (50 inches).  Last year on August 1, the seasonal total to date was 34.9 inches, about 
71 percent of the average to date.
