	 FORMCHECKBOX 

Is located in a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA).  Federal law requires that a flood zone determination be done as a condition of a federally backed mortgage to determine if the structure is in a SFHA and if so, to require flood insurance (see box, next page).  It is up to the lender to determine whether flood insurance is required for a property. 


	 FORMCHECKBOX 

Is not located in a Special Flood Hazard Area.  However, the property may still be subject to local drainage problems or other unmapped flood hazards.  Flood insurance from the National Flood Insurance Program is available at non-special flood hazard area rates.  A flood insurance policy can still be required by a lender outside of Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs).



	 FORMCHECKBOX 

Is located in a Coastal A zone.  As such, your structure may be subject to significant damage from wave action and velocity from coastal storms and hurricanes if it is not properly elevated on an open foundation and protected from erosion and scour with appropriate flood protection design measures.



	 FORMCHECKBOX 

Is located in an “undeveloped coastal barrier” or “otherwise protected area” of the Coastal Barrier Resources System.  Flood insurance, federal disaster assistance, and other types of federal financial assistance are not available for buildings constructed or substantially improved after the effective date of the designation, as shown on the FIRM.



	 FORMCHECKBOX 

A decision about the building’s exact location on the Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) cannot be determined.  A copy of the FIRM is attached for your information.

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Our office has a completed FEMA Elevation Certificate on file for this property. This form includes flood and building elevation data and is useful when purchasing a flood insurance policy. A copy is available upon request.

Mandatory Purchase of Flood Insurance





Under federal law, the purchase of flood insurance is mandatory for all federal or federally related financial assistance for the acquisition and/or construction of buildings in high-risk flood areas, otherwise known as Special Flood Hazard Areas or SFHAs.  A special flood hazard area is defined as any A or V flood zone on a Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM).  


The amount of flood insurance coverage required by the Flood Disaster Protection Act of 1973, as amended by the National Flood Insurance Reform Act of 1994, is the lesser of the following:


The maximum amount of NFIP coverage available for the particular property type, 


The outstanding principal balance of the loan, or 


The insurable value of the structure. 


If the property is not in a high-risk area, but instead in a low-to- moderate risk area, federal law does not require flood insurance; however, a lender can still require it. Historically about 20% of all flood claims come from low-to-moderate risk areas. Flood insurance is highly recommended in these flood zones. 


Note that if during the life of the loan the maps are revised and the property is now in the high-risk area or SFHA, your lender will notify you that you must purchase flood insurance.


If a property owner feels that his or her building was incorrectly placed in a SFHA, he or she may request a Letter of Determination Review from FEMA. This must be submitted within 45 days of the determination.
