Bond Act (Proposition 1E) (Section 5096.821(a)):

 the evaluation, repair, rehabilitation, construction, or
replacement of levees, weirs, bypasses, and
facilities of the SPFC,;

* mitigation for the evaluation, repair, rehabilitation,
construction, or replacement of SPFC facilities
pursuant to this subdivision; and

* to fund participation in a Natural Community
Conservation Plan (NCCP)
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DWR is allocating its Proposition 1E funding to
direct expenditures for:

» Ecosystem enhancement/environmental
stewardship/mitigation; and

DWR may also solicit projects through a
competitive bidding process: Request for
Proposals (RFP)
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Typical projects include:

It shall describe how ecological improvements will
accrue to mitigation obligations of State Plan of Flood
Control (SPFC) facilities

» Final Guidelines approved by Director and posted

to FESSRO website (expected late January or early
February 2012)
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Next Step: Direct Expenditures and
Request for Proposals
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* Funding for Conservation Strategy activities is
allocated through Fiscal Year 15/16.

» Conservative estimate: approximately $25
million total for both the ecosystem
enhancement/environmental stewardship/
mitigation and the RAMP components.
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In general, applicant submissions will be scored
against the following criteria:

 Suitability as mitigation for SPFC facilities

» Type and extent of ecological improvements
generated by the project;

» Technical and political feasibility; and
* Cost

Specific details on criteria, schedule, and decision-
making process will be included within each RFP.
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* First RFP (ecosystem enhancement/
environmental stewardship/mitigation
component) issued when Final Guidelines have
been approved: expected early 2012.

* Following the first RFP, the Department expects
to continue issuing RFPs for the ecosystem
enhancement/environmental stewardship/
mitigation component annually.
