The New Model Colony Strom Drain Project (Project), through the construction of the Archibald, Haven, and Edison Avenues storm drain, provides water quality treatment and a more direct transfer of water into the Prado Basin.  These two conditions provide a significant benefit to downstream water supply and water users, such as Orange County Water District (OCWD), who utilize water stored within Prado Basin as a source of groundwater replenishment.  

By reducing treatment requirements and costs (e.g. source protection); the Project offsets a portion of the total pollutant removal that is required by downstream water users; freeing up treatment capacity of downstream water quality systems. As well, by providing additional flows to the Prado Basin and reducing the evapo-transpirational losses that currently occur (Chino Basin Watermaster, 2010 Recharge Master Plan Update, Wildermuth); the Project provides increased water resources that can be utilized by downstream water agencies for groundwater recharge. While these contributions may not singly mitigate the need for downstream capital projects, Project elements provide quantifiable water supply benefits to 100,000 Orange County and downstream users.
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
