Attachment 9, Water Quality and Other Expected Benefits-
14th Street Storm Water Collection/Integration Project

The project targets water quality and other benefits by:

· Providing a location for storm runoff to be treated in compliance with latest NPDES requirements set by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region no. 8.
· Project improves quality of groundwater, stormwater runoff to both ground recharge basins and downstream Santa Ana River. 
· Improving drinking water quality through management of local supply resources and complying with agency water standards in the region.
· Improving air quality and reducing carbon footprint by reducing the amount of imported water consumed. 
Unlike other flood control projects, this project provides an integrated approach to flood control, water quality treatment, and groundwater recharge. Most importantly this far-sighted project provides greater recharge potential for the future: with minor modifications to existing upstream systems. The project can convey both recycled and local irrigation/canyon water providing even greater levels of groundwater recharge to 2 separate aquifers (Chino and Six Basins).
