Eligibility Requirements - Applicant San Luis & Delta-Mendota Water Authority is a local agency under Appendix B of the Guidelines.

It is a joint powers agency formed under California Government Code Section 6500, et seq., separate from its Members, which are all local public agencies.

The applicant has legal authority to enter into grant agreements with the State of California under Government Code Section 6508 and California Water Code Sections 35850.5 and 35851, among others, and the application has been duly authorized by Resolution adopted September 9, 2010.

Members of the San Luis & Delta-Mendota Water Authority are organized for purposes of a grant awarded under this Application under an Activity Agreement that obligates the Water Authority to perform administrative tasks, such as submitting reports and tracking funds. The Activity Agreement obligates the Members to pay their allocated shares of expenses, and creates a steering committee to direct policy, recommend budgets, and determine various activities under the Activity Agreement, subject to approval by the Applicant’s Board of Directors.  Activity Agreement Members who will benefit from a contract award further execute a special project agreement that obligates them to fully perform grant provisions, including any pass-through responsibilities under the particular grant contract, such as contracting requirements, maintaining appropriate records and accounting for funds passed to them through Applicant San Luis & Delta-Mendota Water Authority for purposes of implementing projects or activities funded with grant funds.
