Attachment 8 – Benefits and Cost Analysis, “BENCOST”
The concrete abutment is reaching the end of its useful life and must be reinforced to address concerns with seepage, leakage and mitigation of overtopping.  By implementing these design recommendations involving armoring of abutment in downstream areas of the buttresses, all concerns with overtopping and significant erosions would be mitigated and the dam would continue to serve according to State standards for Lake Hodges reservoir.   The dam would be able to handle a Probable Maximum Flood and provide improved structural stability in retention of the reservoir up to its designed maximum flood levels.

The costs associated with reaping these benefits outweigh this estimated $3M proactive investment.  The potential damage that could be caused by a flood could possibly exceed $3M.
