Attachment 6, Monitoring Assessment, and performance Measures- 
14th Street Storm Water Collection/Integration Project

The City of Upland will employ flow metering equipment to measure and quantify the amount of storm water runoff, recycled water or other supplemental water source that will enter the 14th Street Storm Water Collection/Integration Project.
· In addition automatic passive gates will be installed, which will allow runoff flows to enter either the Chino Basin or Six Basins and a record will be kept of the flow.
· Develop a maintenance schedule so that routine maintenance is performed and to ensure BMP’s are properly working prior to rainfall events, all flows will be measured in Acre-feet. 
· The end result will translate into 0 trash and urban pollutants down streams of the project.

In addition the Project is expected to achieve the following objectives as described in the Work Plan and Economic Analysis ‐
Flood Damage Reduction:
·  Reduce flood flows in urban areas
· Recharge groundwater and base flows to the Chino and Six Basins 
· Provide habitat connection across the floodplain
· Improve water quality
