PROGRAM OBJECTIVES:

To protect communities from drought, protect and improve water quality, and improve local water security by reducing dependence on imported water.

WHAT PROJECTS WILL BE CONSIDERED FOR FUNDING?

Eligible project elements as listed in §79561 of the California Water Code.
HOW MUCH FUNDING IS AVAILABLE?

Total Program Funds: 
Approximately $380 million for IRWM Grants

Total Funds 2003/2004:
Approximately $160 million  

WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO APPLY?

Public agencies and non-profit organizations.

WHAT ARE THE MAXIMUM GRANT AMOUNTS & MATCHING REQUIREMENTS?

$500,000 per planning grant (minimum local match 50%)

$50 million per implementation grant (minimum local match 10%)

Local match requirements may be waived or reduced for disadvantaged communities

WHEN IS IT AVAILABLE?

Guidelines are expected to be adopted in late 2004.  Funds are expected to be released in two funding cycles with and applications for the first funding cycle due in early 2005

WHAT COSTS ARE ELIGIBLE FOR FUNDING?

Planning, Design, and Construction
