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[bookmark: _GoBack]The City of Mt. Shasta is not an urban water supplier.  There are currently 1,800 water connections served by the City, and the City qualifies as a DAC as defined in the 2014 IRWM Drought Guidelines, Appendix B, as well as shown in Attachment 8.  Therefore, water conservation programs and measures are cost prohibitive for the City to implement.  Additionally, and more to the point, the City does not currently have water meters on any connections built prior to 1992.  Installation of water meters on all existing water connections is one project included in this proposal.  As such, without metered water, it is extremely difficult to monitor water usage, and would be virtually impossible to monitor the localized monetary benefits that would result from the water conservation program or measure prior to the installation of water meters.  The City does encourage water conservation through public outreach efforts including providing press releases to the public, posting door hangers on residences, and posting tips on the City website as further described and shown in File 2 of Attachment 2 of this grant application.  However, at this point with only flat rates being charged for water use, enforcing conservation programs or measures without water meters would not result in any monetary benefits for the City until meters can be installed.  As such, the cost of the proposed water conservation measures far exceeds any local monetary benefits over the life of the project.
