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The City of Mt. Shasta Supply Line Replacement and Water Meter Installation Projects are currently listed on the Upper Sacramento, McCloud and Lower Pit (USR) IRWM Plan project list.  They were not originally included in the list, but have since been adopted into the IRWM Plan on June 6, 2014, via motion and vote as the RWMG standard for adopting new projects into the Plan and as attached to the end of File 4 of 11 of Attachment 1.  During initial Upper Sac IRWM plan development, the City of Mt. Shasta submitted infrastructure related projects and California Trout watershed management related projects for consideration in the Plan’s project list. As projects were examined for integration efforts that would benefit multiple stakeholders, use resources more efficiently, achieve multiple IRWM plan goals and objectives, and use multiple resource management strategies, the City of Mt. Shasta partnered with California Trout on the two projects submitted in this proposal to do just that.  Both projects are consistent with the adopted USR IRWM Plan in the followings ways:
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· They both address more than one of the IRWM State Programmatic Priorities indicated on Table 1 of the IRWM Grant Program 2014 Drought Guidelines (pages 11 and 12) including:  drought preparedness; using and reusing water more efficiently; ensuring equitable distribution of benefits; and climate change response actions.
· They integrate more than one of the Resource Management Strategies indicated in Table 10.4 of the USR IRWM Plan including: urban water use efficiency; drinking water treatment and distribution; conveyance; conjunctive management and groundwater storage; ecosystem restoration; recharge area protection; watershed management; land use planning and management; and system reoperation.
· They provide benefits outside of the USR IRWM Region by increasing the amount of clean water for downstream users.
· They address multiple USR IRWM Objectives indicated in Table 10.3 of the USR IRWM Plan including basin characterization, cooperation and trust, ecological health, water management for a disadvantaged community, water quality, regulatory compliance, and infrastructure.
· They meet a high priority indicated in Table 9.3 of the USR IRWM Plan as that of increasing wildfire protection.
· They provide long-term benefits by resulting in long-term water savings and water conservation measures.
· They provide ecosystem benefits by increasing water supply available for wildfire suppression, therefore protecting water quality and helping to manage vegetation to restore ecosystem health and to restore fire adapted ecosystems.
· They provide tangible regional benefits beyond a single or limited stakeholder group as they will reduce water loss thereby improving water availability for other beneficial uses.
· As fully integrated projects, through partnership with USR IRWMG member and signatory California Trout, they include water conservation measures, as well as drought preparedness and water supply reliability assessments that will lead to improved water supply management in the face of anticipated climate change.
· They address the human right to water in that they will ensure all residents have reliable access to pure, clean water for drinking and sanitary purposes.
· They address a disadvantaged community in that the City of Mt. Shasta is a DAC.
· They help the City adapt to the anticipated vulnerabilities from climate change.
· They help mitigate impacts of climate change by improving water supply reliability.
· They will reduce greenhouse gas emissions by strengthening the existing gravity fed water supply system, thereby reducing the amount of pumping required from groundwater wells.
· They are economically and technically viable, scientifically defensible, and evidence based.
· They are accepted by the public, recommended by the USR IRWMG, and openly supported by City Council.
