Urban Water Management Compliance

The North Yuba Water District is not qualified as an Urban Water Agency, serving less than 3000 connections and less than 3000 acre feet annually, thus the requirement for an Urban Water Management Plan, AB 1420 compliance, and CWC section 525 regulations do not apply. The NYWD (formerly the Yuba County Water District) serves less than 850 domestic and irrigation connections
in the foothills of Yuba County. They serve less than 3,000 acre-feet, annually, to their domestic connections, and
less than 10,000 acre-feet, annually, to their irrigation connections. Thus, the NYWD is not qualified as an Urban
Water Agency, nor is the District identified as an Agricultural Water Supplier. The District does not have enough
customers for either qualification, nor does it deliver water in the quantities required to fall into these categories.

Because the NYWD is not an Urban Water Agency, it does not fall under the mandate of the AB1420
requirements. Likewise, the NYWD does not serve federal or state contract water and has no applicable mandate
for water metering (though all of its domestic connections are metered and billed volumetrically and its irrigation
customer use is measured).

The project applied for under this Yuba Region Drought Emergency Response Proposal does not affect or overlay
any identified groundwater basin in California. There are two groundwater basins in the Yuba Region, both of
which have Groundwater Management Plans administered by Yuba County Water Agency. More importantly, the
NYWD serves a disadvantaged community in whole, and thus is considered eligible for grant funding
notwithstanding CASGEM compliance. (Please see Attachment 1, 4 of 4 for a GIS shapefile of the NYWD
service area.) Because of these considerations, NYWD compliance with the CASGEM requirements is not
applicable.
