Eligible Applicant Documentation


1. Is the applicant a local agency as defined in Appendix B of the Guidelines?
The applicant is the Upper Kings Basin Integrated Regional Water Management Authority (Authority).  The Authority was formed by a Joint Powers Agreement on December 11, 2008 (attached).  The Authority fits within the definition of a ‘local agency’ according to Appendix B of the Proposition 84 and Proposition 1E IRWMP Guidelines dated August 2010.
2. What is the statutory or other legal authority under which the applicant was formed and is authorized to operate?
The applicant was formed and is authorized to operate under a Joint Powers Agreement (attached) on December 11, 2008.  The applicant has successfully operated under this agreement since it was formed.
3. Does the applicant have legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California?

The Authority has the legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of California.  In fact, the Authority has already successfully entered a grant agreement for IRWMP implementation funding with the State of California.
4. Describe any legal agreements among partner agencies and/or organizations that ensure performance of the Proposal and tracking of funds.

The Authority has a signed contract with their engineering consultant, Provost & Pritchard Engineering Group, Inc., to update the IRWMP as described in the Work Plan.  The Joint Powers Agreement (attached) also includes details on tracking of funds (Article IV: Financial Provisions).
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
