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ATTACHMENT 2 – Adopted Plan and Proof of Formal Adoption

GWMA received Proposition 84 planning grant funding for the development of its IRWM Plan. An Administrative Draft of the IRWM Plan has been released, and a public review draft will follow. Plan development is on schedule for final adoption in June 2013.
GWMA has prepared two resolutions for formal adoption in June 2013. The first resolution will be adopted by the GWMA Board of Directors, authorizing adoption of the GWMA IRWM Plan. The second is a resolution that will be adopted by each of the City Councils for participating cities authorizing the adoption of the IRWM Plan. Adoption of this resolution by the project proponents will satisfy the requirement that each project proponent adopts the IRWMP. Both of these draft resolutions are scheduled for formal adoption and signature in June 2013 and are included as part of this Attachment. (See Att2_IG2_Adopt_2of5 and _3of5)
