Additional Notes:

(1) Substantial reduction in cost could occur depending on degree of participation by the Regional Water Quality Control Board 250K total

Lab testing – three species toxicity, minnow, algae, etc. upstream of discharge, discharge, downstream mixing and receiving water. Standards by RWQCB stipulates location of discharge. 

Systems design – critical concern – what needs to removed, if there are nutrient, eutrophication concerns: background to effluent. Could do some nitrate reduction at existing plant, could build upon that. Some level of preliminary design to determine nutrient treatment, trace heavy metals and minerals, nitrogen, phosphorous, temperature?, What are the receiving water standards? This does not actually design the structure, but helps to determine facilities cost – by designing based on the standards including flow rates, surface application, etc

Recommended approach: Draft suggested standards for RWQCB: SPUD provides all support for water quality standards, Regional Board would accept or argue (compatible with Basin Plan). Not all of $100,000 line item would be used if Board approves.
