
Year 2000 LEGISLATION 

AB 303 (Thomson) Groundwater (Chapter 708, Statutes of 2000).  This bill enacts the “Local Groundwater Management Assistance Act of 2000” to establish a grant program within the Department of Water Resources to provide funding to local public agencies to implement groundwater monitoring and management activities.
 AB 1147 (Honda) Flood Control (Chapter 1071, Statutes of 2000).  This bill: 1) states the intent of the California Legislature that the Governor establish a Floodplain Management Task Force to examine issues relative to State and federal floodplain management and make recommendations for more effective statewide floodplain management; 2) provides for greater State oversight of federal flood control projects; 3) changes the nonfederal cost share equation for flood control projects; 4) requires the State to make advance pre-construction, engineering and design payments; and 5) authorizes the following flood protection projects: Tule River, Yuba Basin, Upper Guadalupe River, Sacramento North Area, American and Sacramento Rivers, Folsom Dam Modification, South Sacramento County Streams, Colusa Basin, Los Angeles, San Lorenzo River, Santa Ana River and Lake Elsinore.

AB 1948 (Dickerson) Watersheds (Chapter 736, Statutes of 2000). Requires the Secretary of the Resources Agency to compile a report detailing major funding sources made available for watershed projects within the State since 1995, including specified information concerning, among other things, funding sources, performance measures, and the management and administration of funds.

AB 2117 (Wayne) Watershed Protection (Chapter 735, Statutes of 2000).  Requires the Secretary of the Resources Agency and the State Water Resources Control Board to select three watershed protection projects in order to evaluate the existing collaborative and cooperative mechanism among the Resources Agency, the California Environmental Protection Agency, federal agencies, local agencies, landowners and environmental groups to determine whether the process can be streamlined for the preparation and implementation of comprehensive watershed management plans.

AB 2552 (Bates) Urban water supply planning (Chapter 297, Statutes of 2000).  This bill requires water agencies that prepare Urban Water Management Plans to: (1) provide notice and an opportunity for cities and counties to comment on the five-year update of urban water management plans; and (2) file copies of the urban water management plans and amendments with any city or county within which the water agency provides water supplies within 30-days of adoption.  

SB 553 (Kelley) Urban Water Management Plans (Chapter 712, Statutes of 2000). This bill updates the water demand reduction measures required by Water Code Section 10631 for Urban Water Management Plans, so that the list of required measures matches the current Memorandum of Understanding Regarding Urban Water Use in California.

SB 1049 (Murray) State Contracts: Small Businesses (Chapter 775, Statutes of 2000). This bill increases, from $50,000 to $100,000, the value of contracts that may be awarded to small businesses through an "informal" bid process; expands and further specifies the contracting procedures from which agencies are exempt in awarding these contracts; and it raises the limit from $2,500 to $5,000 under which a sole source bid may be accepted. 

SB 1341 (Burton) State Water Plan (Chapter 720, Statutes of 2000).  This bill requires DWR to release a preliminary draft of the California Water Plan’s water assumptions and estimates, and restructures Water Code Section 10004 relevant to the CWP.

SB 1999 (Burton) Public Work (Chapter 881, Statutes of 2000). This bill would revise the definition of public works by providing that "construction" includes work performed during the design and preconstruction phases of construction including, but not limited to, inspection and land surveying work. 

AB 2230, (Wiggins) Architectural and engineering services contracts (Chapter 758, Statutes of 2000). This bill would provide that any contract subject to specific provisions shall provide that retained moneys may be paid into an escrow account held by a State or federally chartered bank in this State if the estimated amount of money to be retained by the State agency or department under the contract is greater than $10,000.
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
