Quality Assurance


Procedural assurances: In order to ensure that the well destruction is completed in accordance to the county and state standards, the contractor will be required to prepare and submit a well destruction plan to the Los Angeles County Health Inspector for approval for each well.  No site work will be allowed until the City receives verification that the Well Destruction Plan has been approved by the County and the contractor has scheduled the work to coincide with the required county site inspections and monitoring.  Additionally, data collected and final reports prepared must be done so in accordance with the county and state standards.  Prior to receiving full payment, the contractor must provide copies of completed and approved reports to the City.  
Personnel qualifications that may include professional registrations (such as a California Professional Geologist or Professional Engineer), certifications, and experience of persons performing and overseeing work to be performed.
Michael Thompson, Principal Civil Engineer, Burbank Water and Power  - Water Division is a registered P.E. in California with 23 years of experience in the water industry. Michael has managed multiple water capital improvement projects during his career, including expansion of the Earl Schmidt Filtration Plant from 28 MGD to 56 MGD; planning, design and construction of the Sand Canyon Pipeline and Reservoir (25,000 gpm pump station, 5 miles of 48-inch diameter pipeline and 7 MG reservoir); conversion of residual disinfectant from chlorine to chloramines at the Rio Vista Water Treatment Plant; and Reconstruction of Reservoir No. 1 (demolition of a 6.9 MG reservoir and construction of two new reservoirs with a combined capacity of 9.5 MG).  He will be responsible for overseeing the well destruction project.

The selected contractor is required to possess a C-57 Water Well Contractor’s License, as stated under California Water Code Section 13750.5.  Burbank Water and Power will verify possession of such a license prior to entering into an agreement with a contractor.

Standardized methodologies to be used, such as construction standards, health and safety standards, laboratory analysis, or accepted soils classifications methods. 
To protect the State's groundwater supplies, the Legislature authorized the establishment of standards (Department of Water Resources Bulletins 74-81 and 74-90) and regulations pertaining to the construction, alteration, and destruction of wells. The selected contractor will be required to comply with these standards and regulations. 
The contractor will be required to obtain the necessary permit from the Los Angeles County Department of Health Services prior to initiating the destruction of the water wells.

Quality requirements of material or computational methods, such as use of specific grades of building materials or use of specific, tested, and established models (or software).
The materials used by the contractor must adhere to the requirements set forth under the DWR Bulletins referenced above and must consider the well type, geologic conditions, well depth, and known groundwater contaminants.  This will be specified within the Well Destruction Plans.
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
