Attachment 9:  Past Performance

The Elsinore-Murrieta-Anza Resource Conservation District (District) has MOUs with other agencies, districts and 501c non-profits. These are considered shared expertise for mutual benefit contracts where we provide management and fieldwork for some projects and the partners provide staff and technical assistance at times.  A Western pond turtle project with the Riverside Corona RCD is a good example of this.  Analyzing invasive species impacts on steelhead trout was a project where fieldwork and administration were our tasks.  This was done in partnership with the State of California Fish and Game and Trout Unlimited.  Another MOU is with the 501c3 Santa Ana Watershed Project Authority (SAWPA).  In this case, we provide management of technical staff, budget and audit review and project oversight as a member of the board.

The District is currently managing and doing fieldwork for an awarded restoration grant from the State of California, Dept. of Parks and Recreation.  This will be completed in early 2013.

As resource conservation managers, we are protecting various properties for conservation value.  We have approximately 255 acres to oversee as conservation easements and we have purchased 75 acres of real estate.

Community outreach is an ongoing part of the District.  Our Board has presented Environmental Awards to entities that are making exceptional sustainable efforts in our communities.  The City of Temecula, the Colony housing tract and Murrieta School District have received awards so far. 
In the Anza area, our District began the annual Earth Day festival by creating the first two events in partnership with the local high school.  It’s become a successful Anza community event for three more years with community members in charge.

Accounting for our District is performed by Teeman, Ramirez and Smith, Inc (TRS), certified public accountants.  This company has been an excellent addition to our District since 2009.  They provide us with all necessary filing reports, payroll-related services, quarterly and annual reports, grant accounting and banking reconciliation.
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
