[bookmark: _GoBack]	The District was formed as a County Water District pursuant an election of the voters in accordance with Part 1 (commencing with section 30010) of chapter 1 of Division 12 of California Water Code.  The Powers of the District are set forth in California Water Code section 31001 et seq., and include, among others, the power to furnish water for beneficial uses, acquire, construct and operate facilities for the collection, treatment and disposal of sewage, waste, and storm water, enter into contracts, and perform all acts necessary to carry out fully the provisions of Division 12.  With the above authority, Hi-Desert Water District (HDWD) can enter into an agreement with the State of California.  Also, the local Board of Directors at HDWD has authorized the staff to apply for this grant with the Department of Water Resources (DWR).  HDWD has a Joint Funding Agreement (JFA) with the United State Geological Survey (USGS) to ensure performance of the project and future monitoring of our District.  The tracking of funds will be performed by District staff.
