Goal
Develop a reproducible and vetted groundwater monitoring program (“Program”) to collect and report on the groundwater conditions and trends in the southern portion of Sacramento County
Objectives
· Establish a standardized long-term network of wells that represents overall groundwater elevations for the south area of Sacramento County. 
· Establish routine and reproducible procedures to collect and report on groundwater data
· Supply and produce data and summary analysis for public information, regional action plans, and analysis thereof.
Tasks
1. New Monitoring Well Installation
The Program would have a network of 23 currently operational monitored wells and nine non-operational monitored wells. The wells were selected to provide uniform geographic coverage of the entire South Basin. The Program also proposes a new well to fill a spatial gap in the network.

2. Data Collection
· Groundwater Levels – The Program will re-initiate collecting groundwater elevations twice every year – 
· In April - at the beginning of agriculture season
· In October -  at the beginning of new water year
Groundwater levels will be collected for the nine non-operational monitored wells and also the new well for a period of two years beginning April 2013. Groundwater levels will also be gathered from the remaining DWR monitored 23 wells in the network. 
· Water Quality and Land Subsidence - The Program will collect groundwater quality monitoring reports for the three stations in the basin and land subsidence survey data released by Department of Water Resources (DWR) and National Geodetic Survey (GDS). 

3. Reporting
· Annual Report – Summary of Groundwater levels collected in April and October will be provided in an annual report by the end of each year.  This report will include groundwater trends, analysis of monitoring effort, summary of groundwater quality reports and land subsidence data. Surface water data on Cosumnes River will be assembled and analyzed together with the monitoring wells data to better understand the relationship between groundwater basin and surface water flows.  The Program will review, adapt and amend the report structure, summaries and media through stakeholder sessions to assure utility of the data for the public.
 
· CASGEM Report – Groundwater levels collected from the nine non-operational monitored wells will be will be reported to California Statewide Groundwater Elevation Monitoring program (CASGEM).

4. Project Management
The Project Manager will coordinate with preparers and submit for the grant progress reports and budget management, and also supply work product reports to DWR as required.
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
