Is the applicant a local public agency as defined in CWC 10701 (a)?

Yes, the Squaw Valley Public Service District (SVPSD) is a local public agency as provided
under CWC Section 10795. The SVPSD is a county water district formed under Division 12 of
the California Water Code (CWC 830000 et seq.) on March 30, 1964. The SVPSD is governed
by a five-member publicly elected board of directors, and provides water service to
approximately 665 residential connections and 20 large commercial connections in Olympic
Valley.

What is the statutory or other legal authority under which the applicant was formed and
is authorized to operate?

The SVPSD was formed under Section 12 of the California Water Code (CWC 830000 et seq.)
on March 30, 1964. The SVPSD is governed by a five-member publicly elected board of
directors. SVPSD is authorized to operate under the County Water District Law (CWC 830000
et seq.)

Does the applicant have legal authority to enter into a grant agreement with the State of
California?

Yes, Section 4.0.3 of the SVPSD Water Code (accessible at http://www.svpsd.org/water
code.asp) states that, “...the District Manager may contact, confer, and negotiate with officials of
any public agency and may recommend to the Board a contract by which the District and one or
more public agencies may jointly exercise any power...”

Describe any legal agreements among partner agencies and/or organizations that ensure
performance of the project and tracking of funds?

This grant application is submitted by a single public agency. Tracking of funds and
performance will be conducted by the Squaw Valley Public Service District.
