Attachment 2 – Eligible Applicant Documentation

The Tulare Irrigation District was formed in 1889 as one of the first irrigation districts in the State of California.  The District was formed under Division II, Part 2 of the California Water Code, which provides for the formation of irrigation districts.  The formation of the District began with a landowner petition to the Tulare County Board of Supervisors.  Public hearings, a landowner election process and ultimately supervisor action on the petition were completed.  The Tulare County Board of Supervisors approved the formation of the District on September 2, 1889.  The first Board meeting was held shortly after on September 21, 1889.  Attached within this section are the typed and original copies of the minutes that were recorded during the establishment of the District (attached as Minutes).    

The Tulare Irrigation District being a public agency formed under the California Water Code is responsible for delivering surface water supplies to the agricultural community within the District.  The District has entered into previous contracts with other federal and state agencies for grant funds on various water management projects.  
The District has maintained a Memorandum of Understanding with the Kaweah Delta Water Conservation District (KDWCD), which oversees groundwater activities for the Kaweah Sub-basin.  Under this relationship the District works with the KDWCD to import surface water supplies and manage groundwater and surface water activities.  Included in these activities is a coordinated groundwater monitoring system, whereby the District provides depth to groundwater readings for the area within its boundaries.  

The tracking of funds will be the sole responsibility of the District.  The District maintains an experienced and qualified accounting staff that can track billings and labor hours attributed to this Project.  The District accounting staff will create a project tracing account that will allow the District to isolate costs associated with this project.  Monthly project reports will be created to track costs versus the Project Budget (provided in Attachment 6).  The District also conducts annual audits of District finances by an independent auditor.
