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ATTACHMENT 10. AB1420 AND WATER METER IMPLEMENTATION COMPLIANCE
Yuba County Water Agency (YCWA) does not supply water for direct urban use and is not subject to the Urban Water Management Plan Act (UWMPA).  YCWA meets the definition of an agricultural supplier (provided below), but not the definition of an urban water supplier (also provided below).
"Agricultural water supplier" or "supplier" means a supplier, either publicly or privately owned, supplying more than 50,000 acre-feet of water annually for agricultural purposes. An agricultural water supplier includes a supplier or contractor for water, regardless of the basis of right, which distributes or sells for ultimate resale to customers.
[bookmark: _GoBack]"Urban water supplier" means a supplier, either publicly or privately owned, providing water for municipal purposes, either directly or indirectly, to more than 3,000 customers or supplying more than 3,000 acre-feet of water annually. An urban water supplier includes a supplier or contractor for water, regardless of the basis of right, which distributes or sells for ultimate resale to customers. This part applies only to water supplied from public water systems subject to Chapter 4 (commencing with Section 116275) of Part 12 of Division 104 of the Health and Safety Code.
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
