	SACRAMENTO -- The Department of Water Resources (DWR) has released its Revised Draft Proposal Solicitation Package (PSP) for the 2008 Water Use Efficiency Grant Program.  
This Program implements Chapter 7(g) of Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002 and provides $35.3 million for agricultural and urban water use efficiency projects.  

The Revised Draft PSP is available online at: http://www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm.  

Release of the Revised Draft PSP follows significant changes to the Draft 2008 WUE PSP from  incorporating provisions of AB 1420 (Laird).  The changes reflect funding criteria and a selection process for AB 1420 Compliance applicants. 
Enacted in 2007, AB 1420 establishes new requirements for grant eligibility.  Generally, to receive a grant, an urban water supplier must be implementing certain water conservation measures.  Details are in the Revised Draft PSP.

DWR will conduct four public workshops to present information on the 2008 revisions, the application process through the Financial Assistance Application Submittal Tool (FAAST), eligibility requirements related to Urban Water Management Planning and AB 1420, and to obtain public comments and input.  
Any written comments must be received by mail or e-mail by 5 p.m., June 10, 2008, as described in the Revised Draft PSP.

Following completion of the public process, DWR will release the Final 2008 Prop 50 Water Use Efficiency PSP in a two-step process.  Starting with Step 1, applicants are encouraged to submit concept proposals online.  
If a concept proposal meets specific review and evaluation criteria and eligibility requirements set in the PSP, applicants can move on to Step 2.  They’ll be invited to submit detailed full proposals for further review, evaluation, and funding consideration on a competitive basis.  A separate application process for AB 1420 Compliance has been developed on the FAAST.  For detailed information on the application process and timelines, see “Revised Draft PSP” on the above listed web site.

Cities, counties, joint power authorities, public water districts, tribes, non-profit organizations (including watershed management groups), other political subdivisions of the State, regulated investor-owned utilities, incorporated mutual water companies, universities and colleges, and State and federal agencies are eligible applicants and encouraged to apply.
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The Department of Water Resources operates and maintains the State Water Project, provides dam safety and flood control and inspection services, assists local water districts in water management and water conservation planning, and plans for future statewide water needs.
