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	CALIFORNIA LAKES AND RESERVOIRS APPRECIATION WEEK
Sacramento – This California Lakes and Reservoir Week, July 1-7, the Department of Water Resources encourages Californians to take extra care of our lakes and reservoirs by protecting them from pollution and preserving habitat.

Spring 2008 was the driest on record in Northern California and reservoirs are low due to reduced snowpack and rainfall two years running.  Governor Schwarzenegger issued a June 4 executive order declaring statewide drought, and on June 12 declared a state of emergency for the Central Valley.  Impacts are being felt on urban and agricultural water supply.  These dry conditions are also affecting recreational activities on lakes and reservoirs.    

    It is more important than ever to keep our limited water supply and surrounding habitat free of pollution.  Help us raise awareness to CARE to protect our lakes and resources. Individuals can assist by taking simple steps:

Chemicals, like oil and cleaning products, should be disposed of properly. 

Contact your city or county for hazardous waste disposal sites and times. 

Admire but don't disturb wildlife and their habitats.

Recreate but don't pollute the water you play in. 

Educate others about how they serve us and why it’s important to keep them clean.

Look for flyers and posters at state parks and reservoirs operated by the California Department of Water Resources, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and Bureau of Reclamation.
