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	In response to today’s Pacific Institute report, Director Lester Snow of the Department of Water Resources (DWR) issued the following statement:

Conservation is an essential element in addressing California’s water challenges. However, conservation alone cannot adequately address climate change, seismic risk and the declining health of the environment, all of which continue to reduce our water supply reliability in the Delta.  As dramatized by the current drought, our water challenges require a comprehensive approach. Gov. Schwarzenegger and U.S. Senator Dianne Feinstein have proposed a $9.3 billion plan to improve California’s aging water system. It includes over $2 billion for conservation and water recycling programs, and addresses our larger water challenges by including funding to capture more rain and runoff through surface and groundwater storage and funding to address seismic risks to Delta levees and improve conveyance and the ecosystem in the Delta.

The Department of Water Resources operates and maintains the State Water Project, provides dam safety and flood control and inspection services, assists local water districts in water management and water conservation planning, and plans for future statewide water needs.
