Dorothy Green, who died Oct. 13, was a tireless environmental activist and advocate for sustainable resource management.  Her life is an inspiration to all Californians who value the environment and enlightened water policies.

 

She founded Heal The Bay, a group that achieved great progress for Santa Monica Bay’s water quality.  She also founded the Los Angeles and San Gabriel Rivers Watershed Council, a nonprofit group working to restore and preserve the watershed, and California Water Impact Network, a water policy action group.  A generation ago, Dorothy was instrumental in creating the California Coastal Commission.

Dorothy was an influential teacher, writer and leader in the complex field of water policy.  Among her many lasting achievements is the 2007 publication by the University of California Press of her excellent book on California water management, “Managing Water: Avoiding Crisis in California.”
While I am saddened by her passing, her legacy endures in the environmental causes she championed and the public’s growing awareness of the importance of water in the everyday life of Californians.
