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SWP contractors deliver water to more than 25 million California residents and more than 750,000 acres of farmland.  SWP contractors requested 4,166,376 million acre-feet of water for the 2009 calendar year, the maximum contractual amount allowed.  Reduced deliveries will require contractors to rely on dry water year contingency plans to meet their needs.  If precipitation were to increase and hydrologic and reservoir conditions improve, it is possible the allocation could rise in coming months.
