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DWR Releases Documentary on Climate Change
Sacramento - The Department of Water Resources today released the mini-documentary, “A Climate of Change.”  Co-produced with Water Education Foundation, the video tells the story of California’s changing climate, and what it means for the state’s water supply.  
The 22-minute mini-documentary gives the current state of science on California climate change; what we’ve seen already, and what the future might hold.  State, federal, and local perspectives are presented, with a dozen experts in the field.  The film showcases California’s unique weather patterns, specific model projections, and proposed adaptation strategies.
One-third of the state’s water is contained in snowpack, so earlier snowmelt places that supply at risk.  Heavier storms increase the risk of flooding, and sea level rise threatens coasts.  Climate change may also bring longer and harsher droughts, resulting in more wildfires.  Adapting to climate change means using the water we do have more wisely, changing how we operate our reservoirs, and planning for greater uncertainty in our water supply.

‘A Climate of Change’ will be screened at 11 a.m., noon and 1 p.m. in the Natural Resources Auditorium on April 22, and is available for viewing online at www.water.ca.gov .  The public is welcome at all screenings.  Experts will be available to answer questions at the 1 p.m. screening.
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
