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	             DWR Proposes Water Efficient Landscape Regulation Text

 Public Comment Period Underway        
SACRAMENTO – The Department of Water Resources (DWR) is releasing proposed text for the Model Water Efficient Landscape Ordinance Proposed Regulation for public review.  DWR will accept written public comments on the proposed text through May 26, 2009.

In February 2009, DWR submitted the Model Water Efficient Landscape Ordinance Proposed Regulation to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) for approval.  In April, OAL returned the Model Water Efficient Landscape Ordinance Proposed Regulation filing to DWR with comments. In response, DWR modified the regulation and clarified technical terms.

After the public comment period, DWR will prepare a response to comments, and submit to OAL a final text of Proposed Regulation.
