‘SAVE OUR WATER’ EXHIBIT HIGHLIGHTS  
CONSERVATION AT 2010 BIG FRESNO FAIR

Exhibit Encourages Water Conservation 

 

SACRAMENTO– Save Our Water, California’s largest statewide water conservation program, will host a 

special exhibit at the Big Fresno Fair from October 6-17. The educational display will highlight Save Our 

Water’s “Real People, Real Savings” summer campaign.  

  

“Fair visitors can learn new ways to save water every day at our Save Our Water exhibit,” said 

Department of Water Resources (DWR) Director Mark Cowin. “Even with a fairly normal winter, three 

previous years of drought remind us how important it is for all of us to do our part to conserve California’s 

water.”   

 

Created by DWR and the Association of California Water Agencies (ACWA) in April 2009, the Save Our 

Water program is a statewide public education program designed to encourage Californians to make 

water conservation an everyday habit.   

 

The Save Our Water exhibit at the Big Fresno Fair will feature Californians who have taken steps to save 

water inside and outside of their homes as part of the “Real People, Real Savings” campaign.  

 

The Save Our Water exhibit illustrates the need for conservation and offers simple ways to conserve 

water, and provides interesting water facts and tips about water-saving landscape. On Thursday, October 

14, the first 1,000 families inside the main gate will receive free bags with Save Our Water hats, posters, 

decals and shower-timers.   

 

“The Save Our Water program is impacting the way Californians think about their personal water use,” 

said ACWA Executive Director Timothy Quinn. “The program highlights the message our member 

agencies in the Fresno region have delivered over the past few decades to educate residents about how 

easy and important it is to conserve water.” Representatives from the Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control 

District, the City of Fresno and H&E Nursery will be on hand at the exhibit to offer a focus on local water 

conservation.
