The Horse Lake Groundwater Basin is located south of Madeline Plains and
east of Eagle Lake. The basin encompasses Horse Lake and is bounded to
the southeast by Pleistocene volcanic basalt and on all other sides by
Pliocene basalt with outcrops of Pleistocene basalt (Gay 1960). Faulting in
the region transects the basin in both northwest and north-northeast
directions. The primary water-bearing formation in the basin is Holocene
alluvium. Annual precipitation is approximately 13- to 19-inches, increasing
to the south.
