Basin Boundaries and Hydrology 
This basin underlies Pleasant Valley in northeastern Riverside County.  The 
basin is bounded by nonwater-bearing rocks of the Lost Horse Mountains on 
the west, of the Hexie Mountains on the northeast, and of the Little San 
Bernardino Mountains on the south (Rogers 1965).  Annual average 
precipitation ranges from about 8 to 10 inches. 
 
Hydrogeologic Information 
Water Bearing Formations 
In this basin, groundwater is found in unconsolidated younger Quaternary 
alluvial deposits and the underlying unconsolidated to semi-consolidated 
older Tertiary to Quaternary alluvial deposits. 
 
Restrictive Structures  
The Dillon Shear and Blue Cut faults traverse the central portion of the basin 
(Rogers 1965; Jennings 1967); however, it is unknown whether or not these 
faults are barriers to groundwater movement. 
 
Recharge Areas 
Recharge to the basin is derived chiefly from the infiltration of runoff 
through alluvial deposits at the base of the surrounding mountains.
