Habitat Enhancement and Creation: Geotube Technology and Solar PV Power on Salton Sea Playa, Torres Martinez Wetlands 

Operation and maintenance will be continued by the Torres Martinez Desert Cahuilla Wetland Temal Pa’lekish personnel as it has since 2005, with modifications made for the additional project elements proposed here. A new detailed O & M plan will be developed as part of this project.
· Daily operation of the pumps as necessary to provide water to all habitat ponds 
· Daily readings of staff gauges that indicate water levels; log and record.

· Daily maintenance on the pumps and pipes and other equipment as necessary.

· Daily surveillance of animals and other wildlife.

· Weekly beach inspections for dead birds and fish.

· Monthly inspections of bird watching platforms, nesting structures, and other newly installed habitat elements.

· Annual reporting of all water quality data to US EPA.

· Annual heavy cleaning of all cells and ponds to remove non-native vegetation, debris and brush.

· Annual planting of new vegetation as necessary.

· Annual replacement of habitat features as necessary.

· Seasonal heavy patrols for illegal hunters and other trespassing.

· 24 hour security of all buildings and wetland properties.
· Revision and updating of O & M Plan as necessary
