Mitigation Measures - Habitat

Assure pupfish connectivity
Double amount of pupfish habitat
Create 652 acres of managed marsh

Create native tree habitat to replace habitat
lost to construction activities

Develop Worker, Farmer, and Public
Education Programs (ie, burrowing owls,
desert species)

Provide water to Salton Sea




Mitigation Measures - Air Quality

Minimize PM10 emissions during
construction and operations of
conservation measures and fallowing

Development of plan for access
restrictions, research, and monitoring to
reduce or offset emissions

Construct Best Management Practices for
soil erosion and monitor for risk of
liguefaction

Assess lands exposed as Salton Sea
recedes for potential contamination

Mitigation Program

Funding based on QSA Environmental
Cost Sharing Agreement

$133,000,000 from IID, SDCWA, and CVWD

State pays costs above $133,000,000 (2003 dollars)

Costs for projects submitted to JPA for
