Sites Reservoir Alternative Road Relocations

Replacement for Sites-Lodoga Road

Because the Sites Reservoir alternative would flood a portion of the Sites-Lodoga Road, this portion of the road would need to be replaced.  There are 5 alternatives for replacing this portion of the Sites-Lodoga Road.  Only one of these alternatives would be adopted.  Because the Sites-Lodoga Road is a two-lane paved road, its replacement would also be two-lane paved.

	North Road
	This 16-mile alternative would replace the Sites-Lodoga Road and would use County Roads 68 and 69 and build a new road west from County Road 69 and follows the north shore of Sites Reservoir to Sites-Lodoga Road 

	North Bridge Road
	This 7-mile alternative would not only reduce travel time between Lodoga and Maxwell, but would also provide access to the possible Saddle Dam and Peninsula Hills Recreation Areas.  This alternative uses an extension of County Road 69 to replace the Sites-Lodoga Road.  Because this alternative includes a bridge over Sites Reservoir, it is a very costly alternative.

	South Bridge Road
	This 6-mile alternative most closely parallels the Sites-Lodgoa Road.  It also provides access to the possible Stone Corral Recreation Area.  Because this alternative includes a bridge at the deepest part of the reservoir it is more costly than the North Bridge Road alternative. 

	Southwest Road ( Ridge Route)
	This 14-mile alternative goes from Huffmaster Road at the south end of the reservoir and follows the Westside ridge north to the Sites-Lodoga Road.  Because of the steepness of the ridge, this route is expensive and winding (increase travel times).

	Southwest Road ( Creek Route)
	This 10-mile alternative goes from Huffmaster Road at the south end of the reservoir and follows Grapevine Creek north to Sites-Lodoga Road.  It is an alternative to the ridge route that is straighter (less travel time ). 


Replacement for Huffmaster Road

Because the Sites Reservoir alternative would flood a portion of Huffmaster Road, this portion of the road would need to be replaced.  The Mathis Connector and Southeast Road construction is the only alternative for replacing this portion of the Huffmaster Road.  Because Huffmaster Road is only a gravel road, this replacement road will also be graveled.

	Mathis Connector& Southeast Road
	This 12-mile alternative connects the Sites-Maxwell Road with Huffmaster Road on the southside of the reservoir.  


Replacement for Petersen Road
Because the Sites Reservoir alternative would flood all of Petersen Road, this portion of the road would need to be replaced to provide access to parcels currently served by Petersen Road.  The Eastside Road construction is the only alternative for replacing this portion of the Petersen Road.  Because Petersen Road is a graveled road, its replacement would also be graveled.

	Eastside Road
	This 5-mile alternative provides access to Golden Gate Damsite and to the parcels previously accessed via Petersen Road.  Much of this road is currently a graveled access road to Funks Reservoir on the Tehama-Colusa Canal.


Replacement for Communication Tower Access Road

The access road to the communication tower on Logan Ridge will be flooded by Sites Reservoir.  Therefore, a new access road needs to be developed.  Com Road is the only access alternative planned.  Because the current road is a graveled road, this replacement road will also be graveled.

	Com Road
	This 2-mile alternative heads north along the top of Logan Ridge from the Lurline Rec Road.  


Possible Recreation Area Access Roads
Access Roads need to be developed to any recreation sites around Sites Reservoir.  The only recreation site access that hasn’t been already discussed is for the Lurline Recreation Area.

	Lurline Rec Road
	This 2-mile alternative provides access to the possible Lurline Recreation Area and to Com Road.
